Pray with the Virgin Mary for the Outpouring of the Spirit

 Today, several young members of our parish are receiving the sacrament of 
confirmation. This sacrament strengthens the power of the Holy Spirit in our lives for 
discovering our spiritual gifts and accomplishing our Christian mission. As our young 
people pray for the outpouring of the Spirit, we are reminded of the first disciples of 
Jesus, gathered in Jerusalem around the Virgin Mary, praying for that same gift (Acts 
1:14). During this month, Christians throughout the world, both in church and at home, 
honor the Virgin Mary in a special way with loving prayer and veneration. As Pope John 
Paul II said in 2002, “In accord with a long-standing tradition of devotion, parishes and 
families continue to make the month of May a ‘Marian’ month, celebrating it with many 
devout liturgical, catechetical and pastoral initiatives." In this month, the benefits of 
God's mercy come down to us through her in greater abundance. The Blessed Virgin 
Mary is the Mother of the Church and therefore the example, as well as the guide and 
inspiration, for all who seek to be servants of God, guided by the Holy Spirit. The Holy 
Spirit is the soul of the Church who gives life to all the activity and service of its mem-
bers, in the same way that the body, in all its activities, is vivified by its soul. The Holy 
Spirit is the Paraclete, Advocate, and Comforter that Christ Himself sent to console us 
in the sorrowful mysteries of life, uplift us in its joyful mysteries, and confirm us in its 
glorious mysteries. So He was for Mary, and so also He is for all of us who make up the 
rest of the Church, even those who are unconscious but conscientious members. Wher-
ever there is faith, there is the example of Mary, because she lived by faith. Since our 
observance of the month of Mary falls within the Easter season, our prayers should fo-
cus on Our Lady's participation in the mystery of the resurrection and in the coming of 
the Holy Spirit at Pentecost to give birth to the Church. We can also highlight Mary’s 
role in the celebration of the Sacraments of Baptism, Confirmation and the Eucharist. 
Here are some suggestions for honoring her during her month: 
 

1- Create a “prayer corner” in your home, with a candle always lit and flowers from 
the garden. This will encourage members of the family to gather for prayer. 
 

2- Pray the Rosary together: this biblically inspired prayer is centered on contemplating 
the great events in Christ's mission of salvation, and their close association with his 
mother Mary. It is an excellent way to keep the glorious mysteries of the Easter season 
in our hearts and entrust our families to the spiritual care of the Mother of God.  
 

3- Next Sunday, May 13, is Mother’s Day. It is also the feast day of Our Lady of 
Fatima. Join us for the crowning of the Blessed Virgin, who is the Mother of the Church 
and the model for all mothers. Bring a flower to be offered to Our Lady of Fatima during 
the crowning. 
 

Make the month of May a time of great joy and blessing!
